*Participating athletes must be recommended by their National Federation by sending the Final Entry Form with their 

names directly to the Organizing Committee, to the IFBB Technical Committee and IFBB Head Office in Madrid. 

The final decision to allow an athlete to compete in this EVENT rests with the IFBB. 

*It is also the FULL OBLIGATION AND RESPONSIBILITY of a National Federation to MONITOR ALL THE ATHLETES affiliated to 

this National Federation who are fulfilling a period of ineligibility due to Anti- Doping Rule Violation or any Disciplinary case, 

to make sure these athletes WILL NOT REGISTER/COMPETE/OR PARTICIPATE IN ANY CAPACITY in any EVENT either at 

National or International level, Official or Invitational. 

*All athletes will have to present their Passports and IFBB International Cards at the Registration. Any athlete who has not yet 

purchased or renewed his/her IFBB International Card will have to buy one at registration. IFBB Cards are EUR 50$ and are 

mandatory. 

*All posing music must be on an USB drive only. The posing music in the MP3 format must also be the only file on USB. 

Each competitor must affix his/her name on the USB for easy identification. The use of profane, vulgar, and offensive 

language is strictly prohibited in the posing music.
